Criteria for 
LEAP

● 88th percentile or higher on the 
iReady Diagnostic (ELA) 

● Level 4 on Smarter Balanced 
State Test (ELA or Math) 

● This will all be project based 
learning. Depending on the 
project for the year we will look 
at ELA or Math scores more 
closely.
